An Aegrotat Award of the Access to HE Diploma may be awarded to a student who has fulfilled some of the requirements for the Award, but was prevented, by exceptional, extenuating, certificated, medical circumstances from achieving the requisite 60 credits (including, at least, 45 at level three). 
The AVA expects that such circumstances did not exist at the time of enrolment of the student. 

This form must be completed by a provider for any student for whom an Aegrotat Award is being requested. 

Before submitting a request for an aegrotat award, the student must be confident that they can complete successfully in HE and will have demonstrated they have contacted their receiving HEI/s for confirmation of an aegrotat award as an appropriate award for progression. The provider must be able to support the student request for an aegrotat.
The student must have achieved at least 30 credits of the 60 credits required.
This request must be authorised by the provider’s Quality Manager/Head of Teaching & Learning or other senior person, who must sign the completed request prior to submission to Certa.

If the application is approved, the certificate awarded will state that it is an Aegrotat Award. 

This form must be fully completed and arrive at Certa, at least, two weeks prior to the date of the final Awards Board. The details of the application will not be discussed at the Awards Board. 

An Aegrotat Award is not guaranteed.   
The external moderator and the Awards Board must approve the Award of the Aegrotat.   The AVA’s Access to HE Committee must also ratify the decision. 

The Access to HE Diploma is awarded without full credits; the unit and grade profile will be incomplete. The Diploma awarded will state that it is an Aegrotat Award.
